This year’s recipients were announced on Saturday, June 7th at Boys and Girls Clubs of 
Canada’s annual general meeting.  As in past years, recipients were chosen for 
demonstrating an inspiring commitment to their education and exceptional dedication to 
their local Boys and Girls Club.  
 
Each award includes a $2,000 scholarship to the post-secondary institution of the 
youth’s choice for the September 2003 term and $1,000 worth of Future Shop 
merchandise to assist them with their studies.
